Tardive Dyskinesia is a drug-induced movement disorder, which is a serious neurological syndrome that may be irreversible and permanent.  

Tardive means delayed and dyskinesia means abnormal movement.  Tardive dyskinesia causes involuntary, repetitive tic-like movements primarily in the facial muscles or (less commonly) the limbs, fingers and toes. Tardive dyskinesia is diagnosed by a thorough physical, neurological and psychiatric examination along with a complete drug history.  

There is no standard treatment for a patient diagnosed with tardive dyskinesia, although some therapies are available to help to reduce muscle spasms and pain.
